As players each  

 

complete the number of strokes equaling the par of the  

 

course, plus their handicap, they leave their individual  

 

flags wherever their ball lies after the final allotted 

 

 stroke. Players with the strokes left after completing 

  

Three holes, start again off first tee, playing until all  

 

their strokes are used up. The player that advances his or 

 

 her  flag the greatest distance is declared the winner.
